All pre-paid Sellers will be provided with a Windscreen Voucher for your plot (hard standing or grass) 

which must be displayed before arrival.   You will be directed by one of the marshals to a pitch.  
  

All pre-paid Sellers will be provided with 2 ‘single use only’ wristbands which are to be worn on arrival.   

Further wristbands can be purchased at £5 each for additional helpers (max 2).  This will allow easy entry 

and exit during the day as their vehicle needs to park in the car parking area. Your wristbands entity you to 

half price admission to the museum after 2.30pm on the day. 

  

DIRECTIONS   

  

To avoid traffic delays on the B3055 (Bashley Cross Road) please enter the site with the Museum on your 

left.  If you are driving along the B0355 and would normally enter with the site on your right-hand side, 

please drive past the Museum taking the first right into Stem Lane, turn round and approach the Museum 

which will be on your left-hand side.    
  

The venue will open at 0700 for Sellers.   
  

Selling hours are 8.30am until 2.30pm earliest.  No exit before 3pm due to health and safety.  
  

Public admission is £5 per person over the age of 16 years - cash only due to no outside internet.  
  

Public entry time into the Auto Jumble is from 8.30am  
  

There will be a mobile refreshment unit just in front of the courtyard entrance.  
The Catering shed for hot food in the courtyard opens at 8.30am with the tearooms opening at 9am.
